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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 66-year-old Hispanic male that had a problem of a neurogenic bladder with BPH and obstructive nephropathy associated to hydronephrosis. The etiology of this hydronephrosis and neurogenic bladder probably was occupational; the patient was a welder and he was holding his urine for lengthy of periods of time and he got used to that behavior and eventually developed the changes of obstructive nephropathy.

2. The patient is CKD stage IV that is related to the above. The CKD stage IV, he has a clearance that is 20 mL/min and the serum creatinine is down from 4 to 3.34. He has been referred to the Kidney Transplant Program in Tampa, he is active in the list and he continues to be in contact with them.

3. The patient has hyperuricemia that has been treated with the administration of allopurinol 300 mg on daily basis. The uric acid came from 11 down to 4.7 mg% and interestingly there was a change in the creatinine from 4 to 3. We are wondering if the hyperuricemia is playing a major role in the CKD IV and we are pursuing the administration of Krystexxa to see if we can improve the general condition more.

4. Essential hypertension that is under control.

5. The patient had benign prostatic hypertrophy couple of years ago. Dr. Pobi did a TURP. The patient has been urinating well and he is passing a Foley catheter post voiding and he states that he is obtaining just drops of urine. In other words, he has been able to urinate better.

6. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

7. Arteriosclerotic heart disease that has been asymptomatic.

8. Gastroesophageal reflux disease without esophagitis. The patient is improving. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.

In reviewing the laboratory workup, we spent 12 minutes, in the face-to-face 20 minutes and in the documentation 8 minutes.
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
