Thank you for this referral.

This 89-year-old male quit smoking 11 years ago. He used to smoke half pack a day for 50 years. Alcohol none. He is allergic to penicillin. He sees Dr. Sears for diabetes and hypertension. He is on several medications for that includes lisinopril 10 mg, atorvastatin 80 mg, labetalol 100 mg, aspirin 81 mg, and pantoprazole 40 mg.

Recently, he was found to have elevated PSA and a repeat PSA was 44.5. The patient was told that he could have prostate cancer. He does not want biopsy, but he does want treatment that is why he is here.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 89-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inches tall, weighing 191 pounds, and blood pressure 143/80.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Elevated PSA and rule out prostate cancer.

2. Hypertension well controlled.

3. History of diabetes.

4. Iron-deficiency anemia from previous gastric bypass.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw the lab do CBC, hemoglobin A1c, CMP, and PSA once available we could make further recommendations. If PSA is high we may go ahead and do MRI of prostate and then start him Lupron 22.5 mg IM every three weeks.
