Thank your for this referral.

The patient presents today with history of significant weakness, fatigue, and shortness of breath on exertion.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was seen in November 2020 for similar problem at that time however workup was nondiagnostic.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Include history of breast cancer in 2011 treated with lumpectomy followed by lymph node dissection and radiation. The patient did not require any further treatment.

FAMILY HISTORY: Significant for myelodysplastic syndrome converting to leukemia in patient’s father. The patient also gave history of aortic regurgitation and SVT on EKG.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 75-year-old.

Vital Signs: Weighing 169 pounds and height 5 feet 4 inches tall.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Fatigue and weakness.

2. History of breast cancer now in remission.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, iron, ferritin, and B12 once available we can make further recommendations.
