Thank you for this referral.

This 50-year-old male smokes one-fourth pack a day for last 10 years. Denies any alcohol. Denies any drug allergies. The patient is here with history of elevated sed rate, elevated platelet, and anemia.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient said that he had injured his left shoulder and he was found to have rotator cuff injury. He is scheduled for a surgical correction. Meanwhile, recent CBC showed platelet count of 742, hemoglobin was 12, and WBC count was 11.5. Also, the patient had a sed rate test, which showed ESR to be 87 that is the reason for the referral.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: He has been fairly healthy. He had torn ligament of right thumb in 2003.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: He says he has not felt very well especially after the shoulder issues.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 50-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 214 pounds, and blood pressure 137/92.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia and thrombocytosis.

2. Elevated sed rate.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will redraw CBC, CMP, sed rate, B12, and folate level once available we can make further recommendations.
