Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for this referral.

This 77-year-old female who comes for evaluation today. She does not smoke or drink. She is here for evaluation of possible hepatitis.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is here for evaluation. She has recent history of jaundice and she was found to have acute hepatitis B with hepatic failure with high ammonia level. The patient was hospitalized at Baylor Scott & White in Dallas. Initially, she was seen in emergency room with North Texas Medical Center referred to Medical City Denton and from there she was sent to Baylor in Dallas for further evaluation. While in the hospital, the patient was found to have jaundice. She tested positive for hepatitis B. The patient also had a gangrene of the toe of the left leg requiring amputation. The patient subsequently recovered and was discharged. She is now here for further examination. Recently, she had a CBC, which showed hemoglobin of 10.8, hematocrit was 32, platelet count was 140 and WBC was 6.8.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She has history of atrial flutter fibrillation with rapid ventricular response, history of type II diabetes with vascular complications, and history of acute viral hepatitis with recent diagnosis with metabolic encephalopathy.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: This is a 77-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 120 pounds, and blood pressure 141/65.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
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Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia.

2. Recent history of hepatitis with encephalopathy.

3. Diabetes with vascular complications and amputation of the several toes of both feet.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, reticular count, iron, B12 level, and hepatitis profile once available we can make further recommendations.
