Thank you for this referral.

This 65-year-old female who does not smoke or does not drink. She denies any drug allergies. She is here for evaluation of possible hepatitis C.

According to the patient, she had a blood test recently to check for hepatitis and she was found to have hepatitis C positive she is now here for further advice.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient reports that her husband was diagnosed to have hepatitis C requiring treatment this was in April. The patient subsequently got herself checked. Her hepatitis A and B were negative but hepatitis C was reactive that is the reason she is here.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient had tubal pregnancy several years ago, which was complicated by rupture requiring patient to be hospitalized and she required 6 units of blood this was in 1990. Two months after that patient developed hepatitis with jaundice at that time workup was done but patient think she was told that she does not have hepatitis. Nonetheless on May 10th it has showed that the hepatitis C antibody was reactive that is the reason she is here.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 65-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 170 pounds, and blood pressure 161/80.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.
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Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Recently discovered hepatitis C.

2. Family history of hepatitis C in patient’s husband.

3. History of blood transfusion and subsequent jaundice.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We should go and check the hepatitis C profile with viral load test once available we can make further recommendations.
