PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 145/73.

Pulse 64.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.2.
HEENT: Normal.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Hypoglycemia.
2. Hypercholesterolemia.
PLAN: For both of these conditions, the patient and I had a lengthy discussion about lifestyle modification as labs revealed no significant elevation. His LDL cholesterol is 106 versus 100, triglycerides are normal at 43, and total cholesterol is normal at 188. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none. All other indices in his labs, thyroid WBC demonstrate no significant abnormalities.
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
