HISTORY: This is a 14-year-old female here with pain on the right side of her face. She is accompanied by her grandmother who stated that the pain started first in a tooth, then she woke up today with swelling in her face. She denies chills or myalgia. Denies increased temperature. She states she has pain whenever that area is touched. She states the pain is confined to the right side of her face and the inside of her mouth in the right lower jaw region. She states pain is sharp, rated pain 7/10, increases with touch.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendicitis.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol use or exposure.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Reports no chills. Reports no vomiting or diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 126/73.
Pulse 75.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 99.0.
FACE: There is tender swelling on the right in the region of her TMJ. Area is tender to palpation. There is no fluctuance.

ORAL EXAM: No cavitation. However, there is significant swelling around #18 with gingival edema and erythema. There is no bleeding or discharge. Tender to palpation. She has full range of motion of her TMJ.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. Tender nodes on the right.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Tooth abscess.

2. Tooth pain.

3. Gingivitis.
PLAN: The patient was prescribed following medications:

1. Amoxicillin 500 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #30.

2. XYZ mouthwash 60 mL, she will gargle and spit out 15 mL daily for four days.

3. Diflucan 100 mg one p.o. daily for one day #1.
Grandmother was advised to hold this medication and fill the prescription only if child complains of signs and symptoms of yeast infection and grandmother indicated that they have a dentist to follow up with, so they do not need name for referral. Advised to come back to the clinic if worse or to go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
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
