This is a 70-year-old woman currently on hospice with a history of malignant neoplasm of the liver including intrahepatic bile duct. The patient also suffers from involvement of lymph nodes and ascites. She has chronic peritoneal catheter in place that requires drainage by family/hospice nurses on regular basis at this time. The patient also uses oxygen at 2 L. She has pain, requires pain medication. She has KPS score of 40% compared to a month ago. The patient is staying in bed most of the time, sleeping 16 to 18 hours a day, requires turning her in her position to keep from developing bony decubitus ulcers. The patient’s appetite is diminished. The patient has lost weight. She has protein-calorie malnutrition and overall prognosis remains poor. The patient has bouts of confusion and hallucination related to her hepatic encephalopathy. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. The patient is hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
