The patient requires turning on regular basis, also ADL total dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient is eating very little, has lost at least 5 pounds; he had lost 20 pounds in the past six months. He suffers from severe cardiac cachexia. Overall prognosis is poor. His weight loss is unavoidable and he is expected to do poorly. He most likely has less than six months to live and meets the criteria for hospice for mixed systolic and diastolic congestive heart failure.
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
