WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION NOTE

The patient is seen for followup of right chest injury from fall. She states apparent chest pain is now resolved and feels like she can return to work. A CAT scan had no abnormalities other than incidental finding of an exophytic mass to right knee with recommended ultrasound that would be non-related to workmen’s compensation injury. Advised to have evaluated with regular insurance later on.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Unremarkable. No distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Minimal tenderness to right chest without evidence of rib fracture. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness or lumbosacral tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Followup right chest contusion with negative CAT scan.

PLAN: Released to return to work with no restrictions. Incidental findings of minimal pedal edema to the lower extremities, again unrelated to work. Follow up with PCP.
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
