Mrs. Lahlafi is a 67-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 1994. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and GERD. For her diabetes, she is on metformin 1000 mg twice a day, Farxiga 10 mg once daily, and Ozempic 0.5 mg once weekly. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 7.3%. The patient eats a mostly Mediterranean diet. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 7.3%. I will simply her diabetic regimen and place her on Xigduo XR 10/1000 mg once daily and Ozempic 0.5 mg once weekly. Recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel in six to eight weeks.

2. I also prescribed the Dexcom continuous glucose monitoring system.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.

5. Followup with primary care provider Rita Gonzalez, Nurse Practitioner.
