Mr. Barajas is a 21-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type I diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type I diabetes in 2017. For his diabetes, he is currently on Tresiba 16 units daily and NovoLog based on a sliding scale taking about 10 units per day. The patient eats a regular diet. He has a Dexcom G6, however he has not started yet. He checks his blood glucose four times per day. He make frequent dose adjustments for his insulin therapy based on blood glucose monitoring. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. He denies any significant changes in his weight. He denies any blurry vision or retinopathy. He denies any neuropathy or nephropathy.

Plan:

1. For his type I diabetes, we will order a current hemoglobin A1c. We will recommend Tresiba 16 units once daily and NovoLog 10 units with meals per sliding scale.

2. The patient injects insulin four or more times per day. He make frequent dose adjustments to his insulin therapy based on blood glucose monitoring. We will prescribe the Dexcom G6 and download his continues glucose monitoring data during his followup visit.
