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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 75-year-old white female that is followed in the office because of the presence of arterial hypertension. The patient has been taking the medication. The blood pressure continues to be under control. The BMI is below 25. She remains with 109 pounds of body weight and she is feeling well.

2. The patient has vitamin B12 deficiency on supplementation.
3. The patient is status post colostomy related to perforated viscus, the presentation was a megacolon and the reversal of the colostomy was accomplished several months after the initial placement of the colostomy. The patient is tolerating the diet, is having regular bowel movements.

4. The patient has osteoporosis that is under therapy. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
