The patient was doing some cleaning duties in filling station.  The patient was bending over to clean the filling station.  As he was standing up, hit the top of the head on the metal part of the cleaning station.  The patient tells me that he was bleeding from the top of head.  The patient tells me that he was profusely bleeding for about 20 minutes.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient becomes very dizzy.  The patient was seeing stars.

Since the event, the patient has significant headache.  The patient has frequent headaches around in the band light distribution around the head.  The patient has blurred vision.  The patient has light sensitivity.  The patient has trouble with short-term memory.  The patient has memory difficulties.  The patient has balance issues.  The patient also has tinnitus.  The patient has been taking Tylenol 800 mg pills as needed basis for the headaches.

The patient currently is working as a contractor, for the missiles defenses, for the space force.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to look at the computer because he has had provoked headaches.  The patient tells me that the light sensitivity is affecting his concentration and focus. The patient also has poor memory.  The patient is not able to remember tasks duties at times.  The patient blurred vision also affecting him to focus at work on the computer.  MOCA examination today is 28/30.
