MEDICATIONS: Levothyroxine 100 mcg once a day and she has been on Imitrex before, but not recently.

COVID IMMUNIZATION: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Last period three years ago. No smoking. No drinking. She lives with her husband.

FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for migraine headaches. No breast cancer. No colon cancer.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, but in severe pain.

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 97%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 18. Pulse 83. Blood pressure 151/90.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Severe headache.

2. Phenergan 25 mg.

3. Toradol 60 mg.

4. This is the worst headache she has ever had.

5. Given those symptoms, I spoke to the emergency room physician; she is going to the emergency room to get a CT scan now.

6. Discussed with husband who is agreeable and discussed findings with Bailey, the nurse in the emergency room.
