VITAL SIGNS: Weight 214 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.6. Respirations 18. Pulse 83. Blood pressure 127/73.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

X-ray of the shoulder is negative. X-ray of the humerus is negative. X-ray of the left arm is negative. X-ray of the chest is negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
