PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 163 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 99.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 99. Blood pressure 113/69.

HEENT: TMs red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGIC: Nonfocal.

EXTREMITIES: There is tenderness noted over the legs and arms consistent with muscle spasm.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Flu negative. COVID negative. Strep negative.

2. Urinalysis. He is dry. No infection.

3. Sinusitis.

4. Bronchitis.

5. Amoxil 500 mg t.i.d.

6. Sore throat.

7. Dizziness.

8. Carotid ultrasound is negative.

9. Tachycardia.

10. Leg pain and arm pain related to volume.

11. Fever.

12. Reevaluate in 24 hours if not improved.
