CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen today with history of being bitten by a raccoon yesterday, right dorsal hand, cleaned with hydrogen peroxide, with dressings applied with Neosporin ointment, concerned about continued bleeding, seen here for evaluation.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Type II diabetes, high lipid disease, hypertension, history of CVA in 2008, without residual, on Plavix since, worried about excessive bleeding.
ADDITIONAL HISTORY: Including the above, the patient states that he was bitten by a friendly raccoon who he and his wife have been feeding for sometime. She now has three babies. He states animal acted normal, showed no signs of infection. He states that he was trying to feed her with his right hand when she chose to bite him on his right dorsal hand with minimal puncture wounds.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Two superficial injuries to right dorsal hand; one appears to be a small puncture wound with slight bleeding evident adjacent laterally. There is a small linear laceration without gapping measuring 2 cm. Able to move fingers in hand without evidence of tendon injury or nerve injury. Extremities: Otherwise, within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Normal.

DIAGNOSIS: Raccoon bite to right hand, rule out rabies exposure.

PLAN: The patient was given tetanus shot and advised recommendation to go to Animal Health Department for consideration of rabies preventative immunotherapy. The patient stated he was not going to go, but he will watch the raccoon for any signs of infection two to three times a day and, if she does show any abnormal behavior or is not continuing to come to their house, they would call Animal Control to come and apprehend raccoons for further testing.
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Dressing was applied with Neosporin ointment. He was advised to continue topical care of the wound with Betadine soaks and given a prescription for doxycycline 100 mg to take twice a day for 10 days with recommendations for immediate followup if that shows any redness or evidence of infection as well as any other change in symptoms in the patient with emergency room followup if necessary. The patient promises to go to the emergency room if it shows any signs of infection or feeling bad and will continue to observe raccoon and to notify Animal Control if the animal seemed to show any other change in behavior over the next several days.
The patient is to follow up as above.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Raccoon bite to right hand without evidence of rabies or tetanus.
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
