CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 77-year-old male who complained of recent TIA x 2.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 77-year-old male who is noted to have TIA x 2. He was found to have a PFO, which was subsequently closed by Dr. John Chiu approximately eight years ago. The patient reports no rapid heartbeat, but this occurs only after smoking marijuana. He has had no chest pain.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: 

1. Tonsillectomy.

2. Left patellar fracture.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father had congestive heart failure.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He reports a distant history of cigarette smoking, none since 1977. He notes marijuana use. He further reports alcohol use. He is a retired schoolteacher.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
GI: He reports abdominal pain dating to 12 years earlier. He stated that he had constipation.

Genitourinary: He has had frequency and dysuria.

Musculoskeletal: He has back pain especially on *__________*.

Remainder of the review of systems is unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert and oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 138/92, pulse 78, respiratory rate 20, height 69” and weight 176 pounds.

Remainder of the examination is unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm at 60 beats per minute. There are diffuse ST-T wave changes. He is further noted to have evidence of left ventricular hypertrophy. Old inferior wall myocardial infarction noted.

2. History of PFO.

3. History of TIA.

4. Dysuria.

PLAN:
1. CBC, chem-7, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, urinalysis, and PSA.
2. Diagnostic Testing: Echocardiogram.
3. Medications: Nitrofurantoin 100 mg one p.o b.i.d., #14, for dysuria. *__________* mg one p.o. h.s. #90 for history of TIA. Enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg p.o daily.
