CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 37-year-old African American female who is referred for palpitations.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient reports a history of mitral valve prolapse. She was diagnosed in approximately 2012 and at that time she was experiencing palpitations and fast heart rate. She was then started on beta-blockers. She apparently was subsequently seen by a cardiologist at *__________* Medical Center and beta-blockers discontinued. The patient has subsequently noted worsening palpitations.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: 

1. Amlodipine 5 mg one p.o daily.

2. Amitriptyline 30 mg h.s.

3. Albuterol inhalers p.r.n.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had CVA and aneurysm.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: 

She apparently has a history of *__________*.

General: She reports weight gain.

Eyes: She wears glasses.

Respiratory: She has shortness of breath\asthma. She is using inhalers.

PLAN: Echocardiogram. Metoprolol succinate 25 mg one daily, #90. Follow up in two months.
