Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Simonovic with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  His last visit was on January 8, 2024.  His weight is stable.  His biggest complaint is decreased sensitivity in both of his feet.  He believes that secondary to ongoing problems with diabetes and elevated blood sugars.  He has not had any recent injuries and no falls due to this problem.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood.  No edema.
Medication:  I want to highlight lisinopril 40 mg daily.
Physical Exam:  Weight 190 pounds.  Pulse is 61.  Blood pressure right arm sitting large adult cuff is 140/68.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  No murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft.  No ascites and no peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on June 3, 2024.  Creatinine is 1.68, which is stable.  Sodium 137, potassium 4.3, carbon dioxide 23, calcium 9.7, albumin 4, microalbumin to creatinine ratio is unable to be calculated because of the microalbumin quantity is greater than 114, which is unmeasurably high.  Hemoglobin A1c was 7.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We will continue to have labs checked every three months.
2. Hypertension near to goal.
3. Diabetic nephropathy with excellent hemoglobin A1c.  The patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
