Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup visit for Mrs. Kunik with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hypertension and memory impairment.  Her last visit was on January 8, 2024.  Today she has no new complaints.  She does have stable edema of the lower extremities and she does try to limit her salt intake.  She denies nausea, vomiting, or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  Urine is clear.  No foul odor.  No cloudiness or blood.  No UTI symptoms.
Medication:  I want to highlight losartan with hydrochlorothiazide 50/12.5 mg once daily, Pravachol and several creams for her recurrent rashes.
Physical Exam:  Weight is 245 pounds and that is stable.  Pulse 74.  Blood pressure right arm sitting large adult cuff is 142/80.  Neck is supple.  No carotid bruits.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  She has 1+ edema in ankles and feet bilaterally.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on June 27, 2024.  Creatinine is 1.41, estimated GFR is 38, albumin 3.8, calcium 9.5, sodium is 136, potassium 4.1, carbon dioxide 28, phosphorus 4.1, intact parathyroid hormone 132, previous level 104.  We will continue to monitor that level.  Hemoglobin 13.2 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We will continue to monitor labs every three months.
2. Hypertension is near to goal.
3. Memory impairment.  We will have a followup visit with this patient in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
