Dear Ms. Drenth & Staff of Listening Ear Facility:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Wedge with diabetes insipidus, anemia of chronic disease and history of chronic kidney disease with currently improved creatinine levels and now stage II chronic kidney disease.  His last visit was on January 8, 2024.  The staff reports that he has been doing very well.  His weight is stable and his behavior is markedly improved after getting his medications all adjusted and stabilized and also he has had normal sodium levels for the last several labs.  He is eating well.  He is very cooperative today.  No anxiety.  No loud outbursts, which occasionally he does when he is under stress, but he is very cooperative today and communicative.  Review of systems is currently negative.
Medication:  I want to highlight the allopurinol 100 mg daily, lisinopril is 5 mg once a day and he is on multiple medications, psychiatric medications, also on Klonopin one of the psychiatric medications, also Synthroid and some supplements too.
Physical Exam:  Weight is 166 pounds.  Pulse is 88.  Blood pressure left arm sitting 118/60.  Neck is supple.  There is no jugular venous distention.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Lungs are clear. Abdomen is soft and he has no edema.
Labs: Most recent lab studies were done on June 27, 2024.  Creatinine is improved at 1.18, estimated GFR greater than 60, albumin 3.8, calcium 9.7, sodium 141, potassium 4.6, carbon dioxide 27, phosphorus 2.8, intact parathyroid hormone is 41.4, hemoglobin is 11.8, normal white count, platelets 98,000 and previous level was 109,000.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Diabetes insipidus with normal sodium levels currently.
2. Anemia of chronic disease stable, not requiring Epogen or iron at this time.
3. Stage II chronic kidney disease with improved creatinine levels.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every 3 to 6 months and he will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
