HPI: A 74-year-old gentleman in residence now approximately seven weeks and when I had spoken with his brother previously, he wanted a letter stating that the patient could not drive and I told him that it was not that simple redoing MMSC to assess baseline cognition as a standard of care for AL admits. I had told him that if he wanted more thorough neurocognitive testing that would address his ability to drive i.e. reaction time etc. that neuropsych testing provided through OUMC would be the way to go whether he has looked into that or not unclear. But I will contact the patient’s POA brother James tomorrow and relate what I just related and see whether he is willing to do the extra work. Overall David continues to do well. He comes out for meals, participates in activities, stays in his room when he was not doing other things and compliant with care.
