HPI: A 74-year-old seen in room. She was up and about doing little things in her kitchen area. Shortly after I came in, she told me she wanted to show me a business that her 15-year-old grandson has started up and explains to me that he did all his research online of about how to set up a private company designed his own packaging and business cards and it is of a freeze-dried candy and she gave me a sample. I commented her that she has a grandson that has taken such initiative at such an early age and that she has just good sign for his future. So, it was nice to see her talking about her family and being very excited to be doing so. Overall, she states she feels good and she thinks that she is doing really well which I told her that it appeared that she was in fact. She simply requested that chlorhexidine and oral rinse that she was given after a couple of oral surgeries, she wants to keep it, but make it p.r.n.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced Parkinson’s disease ,gait instability requiring walker use, seasonal allergies, anxiety disorder, glaucoma, hypothyroid, HTN, HLD, insomnia, and chronic pain.

MEDICATIONS: Equate nasal spray to keep at bedside for b.i.d. p.r.n. use, amantadine 100 mg q.d., Norvasc 5 mg at noon, Sinemet 25/100 mg two tablets at 6 p.m. and three tablets at 8 a.m., 10 a.m., and 2 p.m. and Latanoprost eye drops left eye h.s., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., lisinopril 40 mg q.a.m., Toprol 50 mg at 6 p.m., ropinirole 0.25 mg h.s., rosuvastatin 10 mg q.d., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., and trimethoprim 100 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: NAS.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and engaging.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 146/88, pulse 68, temperature 97.1, and respirations 18.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: In her room, she was independently ambulating, appears steady and upright. She will hold on to something as she needs to. She moves arms in a normal range of motion, No LEE. She goes from sit to stand without assist. She will use her walker as needed in room.

NEURO: Orientation x 2. She has to reference for specific date and time. Speech is clear. She voices her needs. She was just feels very proud showing what her grandson has done and taken the initiative he has. She seems overall more relaxed and less demanding of what she wants.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medication change at the patient’s request. Chlorhexidine oral rinse is to be changed to b.i.d. p.r.n.
