CC: UA followup.
HPI: A 95-year-old female seen in room. The patient had complained earlier in the week of discomfort with urination. She denied blood or fever or chills. UA was obtained on 06/25/2024 and returned on 06/27/2024 positive of E. coli UTI. Encouraged the patient to also increase her fluid intake especially water. Overall, the patient is at her baseline.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified moderate dementia, gait instability; is wheelchair bound, hard of hearing, chronic anxiety, HTN, hypothyroid, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/13/2024 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, quiet and she appears confused at times, but when asked if she understood what I was stating, she states yes.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 175/91, pulse 67, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and weight 115.8 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient uses a manual wheelchair for transport, she propels herself. The patient is weight bearing for transfers, but has to hold onto objects to do so.

PSYCHIATRIC: The patient was irritable and agitated today. She was accusatory that we were trying to do something to her and I told her we were just reviewing her UA results and going to treat her for infection. She was quiet, but still had a suspicious look on her face.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: E. coli UTI. Keflex 250 mg one p.o. q.6h. x 5 days and increase fluid intake especially water. There was an absence of dysuria in asking the patient today, so did not order bladder analgesic and we will follow up after completion of antibiotic.
