PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

NECK: Soft with no thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and S2. No murmurs noted.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Diabetic type II. We will refill medications of metformin and Lantus, dispense 90 days’ worth.
2. For hypothyroidism, we will prescribe her levothyroxine 90 days’ worth.
All questions were answered. The patient was discharged in stable condition. Follow up in three months.
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
