HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with his mother with complaints of left ear pain that has been progressively worse over the last two to three days. He has been notedly swimming every day in the community pool and is prone to having ear infections per mother. No nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea. No shortness of breath. No fevers noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: ADHD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well-nourished, and well-developed.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Left ear external ear canal with mild erythema and edema, tenderness to touch. Right ear within normal limits. Nose and Throat: Within normal limits.
NECK: Soft with no thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and S2. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of the exam is unremarkable.
ASSESSMENT: Left external otitis media.
PLAN: We will treat with Ciprodex. The patient advised to follow up as needed and discharged in stable condition.
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
