HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother with complaints of a rash on the left inner elbow. She states she recently traveled to Louisiana and was playing with another child who had the rash and now she has the rash and mother has been putting alcohol on it, spreading. It is not infected, no warmth or pain noted with just she has rash.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No exposure of secondhand smoke noted.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well-nourished and mildly obese, in no acute distress.
HEENT: Head is normocephalic. Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive. Nose: Patent. Throat: Clear. No edema or erythema.
NECK: Soft. No masses.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Noted a 4 cm circular rash on the anterior inner part of the elbow. Mild erythema. Mild edema. No exudate or drainage noted.
ASSESSMENT: Contact dermatitis.
PLAN: We will provide hydrocortisone cream to apply b.i.d. and to follow up with dermatology if rash continues. The patient is discharged in stable condition to mother.
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
