The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Anna described that she has been doing good. She is taking her medications, sleeping good and eating good. Denies any depression, anxiety or mood swings. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. She claimed that since she has been doing better she is more productive. She was having good eye contact. Her mood was pleasant Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusions. She has been taking pain medication for her back pain. Currently, she is on seroquel 50 mg in the morning and 150 mg that is 75 mg two times a day at bedtime, melatonin 10 mg at bedtime. Risk, benefit and side effect are explained. The patient denies any side effect of the medication. She has been compliant with the medication and followup.

Assessment: Major depressive disorder symptomatically improved, functioning improved having no side effect of the medication.

Plan: Continue reality orientation and supportive therapy. I further checked whether she wants to be seen every two weeks or four weeks. She indicates right now she wants every two weeks. So another appointment will be made in two weeks.
