SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David described that in recent court appearance he was told to go the Northville for evaluation and they are going to help him. David is a 47-year-old single African American male who has a history of paranoid schizophrenia. He has been undergoing two cases per the judge and one of them tried to run faster and other was *__________*. He described that currently medication has been helping. He is sleeping good and eating good. He does not feel paranoid and compliance with the medication. He believes that sometimes Prolixin make him hyper and therefore it was recommended that he should take Prolixin both the tablet at bedtime and take Zyprexa 20 mg in the morning. Risk, benefit and side effect are explained. There was no suicidal or homicidal thought. No hallucinations or delusions. He can name objects and follow commands. Abstraction ability limited. Judgement and insight limited. 

Assessment: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid. No involuntary movement or any symptoms of acathisia or restlessness no suicidal or homicidal behavior.

Plan: Continue with the reality orientation and supportive therapy. Encouraged to compliance and consented for treatment.
