Mrs. Runner is a 67-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She was diagnosed with thyroid cancer in 2015 and she had a total thyroidectomy in 2015 with eight lymph nodes removed on the left side. The patient also had a history of hyperlipidemia. The patient had a total thyroidectomy by Dr. Magnuson at Celebration and she has postoperative complication of hoarseness in her voice. She is currently on levothyroxine 100 mcg daily. She reports symptoms of fatigue and some weight gain over the year, hair loss, and some mood swings. She reports occasional difficulty swallowing and some compressive symptoms of the thyroid.

Plan:

1. For her hypothyroidism, this is secondary to total thyroidectomy due to thyroid cancer. Total thyroidectomy was done in 2015. She is currently on levothyroxine 112 mcg daily. Her TSH is 0.81, free T4 1.4, and free T3 is 3.1. We will plan on rechecking a thyroid function panel prior to her return. The patient had a total thyroidectomy in 2015 by Dr. Magnuson in Celebration Hospital.

2. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

3. For history of incontinence, she states that she is on oxybutynin. There is a question of whether there is some renal impairment.
