ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: Flexible sigmoidoscopy.

INDICATION: History of large tubulovillous adenoma removed at previous colonoscopy from the sigmoid colon (30 cm from the anal verge). Flexible sigmoidoscopy is being performed today to evaluate polypectomy site to rule out residual/recurrent lesion.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service (monitored anesthesia care). A digital rectal examination was normal. A well-lubricated Olympus video colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to 60 cm from the anal verge at which point solid stool was encountered. The careful examination made of the entire length of the sigmoid colon and rectum, distal to this point. A retroflex view was obtained of the rectum. Bowel preparation in the visualized portion of sigmoid colon and rectum was good. The patient tolerated the procedure well without any complications.

FINDINGS: Previously tattooed area (polypectomy site) at 30 cm from the anal verge appears to be unremarkable with no evidence of residual/recurrent polyp. Normal flexible sigmoidoscopy to 60 cm from the anal verge.

PLAN:

1. Recommend surveillance colonoscopy after one year in view of history of tubulovillous adenoma. If that is normal, we will recommend surveillance colonoscopies every five years after that.

2. Follow up office visit on a p.r.n. basis.
