Dear Dr. Ferguson:

This is a followup for Mrs. Jones with chronic kidney disease, diabetes, hypertension, last visit in February, stroke, weakness left upper and lower extremity; a stimulator of the vagus nerve was placed without complications in Grand Rapids.  She is doing physical therapy 90 minutes three times a week.  There is some spasm, they are discussing about Botox injection.  Blood pressure in the office 120s/80s.  Minor edema, lower extremities.  An extensive review of systems done, otherwise being negative.  Husband present.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight Eliquis, Coreg, Lasix, hydralazine, and potassium.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable. Blood pressure by nurse 137/95.  Lungs clear.  Atrial fibrillation, rate less than 90.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  Minimal edema.   Left-sided weakness.  No gross expressive aphagia.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries, anemia 11.6.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Creatinine is stable.  Present GFR 19.  Normal calcium, albumin, and phosphorus.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV without progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure in the office high, needs to be checked at home.  Continue present blood pressure medications.  She has atrial fibrillation and anticoagulated.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate.  No need for phosphorus binders.  All chemistries are stable.  Plan to see her back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
