Mr. Farris; he goes by Russ, follows up for chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, last visit a year ago, nocturia.  No infection, cloudiness, or blood.  Weight and appetite stable.  Extensive review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight Norvasc, diuretics, lisinopril, Jardiance, on cholesterol treatment.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 155/74 and weight 212 pounds.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular:  No major abnormalities.  No ascites, tenderness, or masses.  No major edema.  Obesity of the abdomen and nonfocal.

Labs:  Chemistries: Creatinine higher 2.75 and GFR 24. Baseline is 2.2 and 2.3, probably effect of Jardiance.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal electrolytes, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Stable anemia 13.4.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, maybe an acute component, probably effect of Jardiance.  Already on diuretics and ACE inhibitors.  We will see what the new chemistries show versus progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.  Monitor metabolic acidosis.  Other chemistries with kidney disease appear to be stable.  All questions answered.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
