Dear Dr. Kozlovski:
This is a followup for Mr. Berry who has obstructive uropathy and renal failure.  Last visit in January.  Rising PSA, needs to follow up with Dr. Witzke.  No urinary symptoms.  No bleeding.  No infection.  No abdominal or back pain.  Review of systems extensively done being negative.  He does four times, sometimes five times self-bladder catheterizations, he has not noticed changes.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Present weight is stable.  Blood pressure 138/58.  Respiratory and cardiovascular: No abnormalities.  No ascites tenderness.  No edema, focal deficit or bone discomfort.  No neurological problems.
Labs:  Chemistries:  Creatinine is stable 1.85, GFR of 36.  No gross anemia.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III from obstructive uropathy.  Continue catheterizations.  No evidence of progression of symptoms of dialysis. He is known to have atrophic kidney on the left side with obstruction.  PSA to be evaluated by urologist.  No need for EPO treatment.  Present electrolytes and acid base normal.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Avoiding anti-inflammatory agents.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
