The patient was out of consciousness for about 30 minutes.  When she woke up, the patient was in medical.  The patient had a big laceration on the left forehead.  The patient required many stitches.  The patient was bleeding profusely from the left forehead.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was evaluated at the medical facility.
Since the event, the patient had significant memory loss.  The patient has blurred vision.  The patient has headaches.  The patient has migraine headaches.  The patient has neck pain and back pain.  The patient also has ringing in the ears. 
The patient is currently in active duty in the National Guard as a reservist.  The patient tells me that she is a full time student.  The patient tells me that she has significant difficulty in school.  The patient is not able to concentrate and focus because of her headaches.  The patient also has blurred vision.  The patient also tells me that light vision has sensitivity to light, which quick trigger headaches.  Her memory is not as good as before.  The ringing in the ears also significant affecting her ability to learn.
