HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with left foot swelling after getting stung by unknown bee two days ago. He has not taken any medication and swelling has not improved, but also not increased. The patient has no pain or tenderness, but does state it itches.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of smoking or secondhand smoke exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x 3, in no acute distress.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear. Breath sounds noted throughout.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
EXTREMITIES: Noted left foot edema. Normal capillary refill in all five digits. No erythema noted. Full range of motion of foot and toes with normal sensation. Pedal pulses +2.

ASSESSMENT: Insect bite and edema to the left foot.
PLAN: Plan is to provide Benadryl injection and dexamethasone injection in the clinic with followup Benadryl at home every six hours as needed. The patient discharged in stable condition with no shortness of breath or difficulty breathing noted.
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
