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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was three years ago, the patient was on a military ship off the coast of San Diego.  The patient tells me that it was at nighttime.  The patient jumped into the intake engine of the jet.  The patient tells me that when he stands up, the patient hit the top of the head onto the intake metal part.  The patient hit the top of the head.  He has severe head pain.  The patient tells me that he does not remember what happened next.  The patient had amnesia symptoms after that.  He does not know what happened after that.  As a matter of fact, the patient was sleeping for the next three days constantly.  The patient had the severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation for next three days.  The patient was diagnosed of concussion.
The second episode was in 2022.  The patient was in South China Sea.  The patient was removing a fuel tank into hangar.  The patient tells me that there was a metal hook.  The metal hook hit the right eye.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  However, his right eye was all swollen.  The patient was evaluated by the medical staff.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.  The patient tells me that he had significant head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient was sleeping for 14 hours straight.
Since the event, the patient has significant headache symptoms.  The patient has migraines.  The patient has brain fog.  The patient has memory loss.  The patient has trouble sleeping.  The patient has difficulty to focus and stay on track.  The patient has irritability and angry issues.
The patient is currently on active duty in the navy.  The patient is working for Stringing Parts.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to concentrate and focus at work because of his chronic headaches.  His brain fog and memory loss also affecting his performance.  The patient sometimes is not able to remember his task duties.  The patient also has significant difficulty to focus and stay on track at work.  The patient would lose concentration very easily at work.  His anger issues and irritabilities also affecting his performance at work.
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
