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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was May 2014.  The patient was at sea on a military ship.  He was stationed outside of Boston.  The patient was sleeping on a bunk bed.  He was on the top bunk.  There was heavy seize.  The ship was rocking.  The patient fell out of the top bunk bed.  The patient fell to the floor.  The patient hit the left side of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for a few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient had severe head pain.  The patient had lightheadedness and dizziness.  The patient was seeing stars.  The patient was evaluated by medical.
Since the event, the patient has significant headache symptoms.  The patient has blurred vision.  The patient has anxiety and mood changes.  The patient has poor sleep.  The patient has lightheadedness.  The patient also has ringing in the ears.
The patient is currently a full-time student at the San Francisco Film School.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to concentrate and focus in school giving him the headaches, blurred vision, and lightheadedness and the ringing in the ears.  The patient also tells me that he gets upset easily.  He can get angry at people.  His mood sometimes is unstable.
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
