FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

Mr. Frame who is currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. The patient has a tendency to walk very slowly both because of his shortness of breath and the fact that he has orthotic on his left foot status post partial amputation. He continues to have decreased sleep, shortness of breath, orthopnea, PND, high risk of fall, he has O2 available, but he uses it very infrequently, weight loss, and weakness. Weight loss is unavoidable most likely related to cardiac cachexia. He also has protein-calorie malnutrition and ascites related to his congestive heart failure as well as his low albumin level. He continues to be appropriate for hospice with his endstage heart failure. His O2 sat today was 92% on room air with a heart rate of 105. Overall prognosis remains poor. He also has pulmonary hypertension which causes his chronic lower extremity edema despite being on diuretics. KPS score is 40%.
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
