This is a 60-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with endstage COPD. Bruce has O2 dependency, but nevertheless uses his O2 very little. He continues to smoke; he goes outside to smoke. He suffers from air hunger and anxiety. His MAC is stable at 23 which is slightly lower than before. He has KPS score of 40%. He has increased symptoms of panic disorder which is improved with the help of Depakote which is used both for his seizures as well as his panic disorder. He also suffers from schizophrenia, hypertension, bladder incontinence and weakness. He wears an adult diaper. He has hard time walking even to the outside to smoke at this time. He uses nebulizer on regular basis in between his smoking sessions. He continues to lose weight. His weight has dropped from 167 to 140 pounds now. His O2 sat is at 88% on room air, but he refuses to wear his oxygen once again because he wants to smoke. His heart rate is at 113 which is the hallmark of his endstage COPD. He also has episodes of confusion because of his hypoperfusion related to his COPD. The weakness, the increased shortness of breath, decreased sleep, air hunger, edema are all related to his endstage COPD along with tachycardia. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for this gentleman who is currently on hospice.
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
