Ms. Hooper was seen today 07/03/2024 at 1700 hours for face-to-face evaluation. The patient is a 74-year-old on hospice with endstage COPD. The patient is bedbound. The patient uses oxygen at 3 L. O2 saturation is around 90-92%. At times, she becomes agitated and refuses to wear her oxygen as was described to me by Ms. Gail Brown, her caretaker. She has a KPS score of 40%. ______ round the clock. She also continues with her pain medications and anxiolytics. She requires help with ADL, wears a diaper because of bowel and bladder incontinence. She eats very little. She has child-like appetite associated with decreased weight which is unavoidable. The patient is tachycardic with a heart rate of 108 today. The patient has wheezing which requires treatment with nebulizer on regular basis. The patient’s protein-calorie malnutrition, muscle weakness, muscle wasting are also hallmark of her endstage COPD. KPS score once again is 40%. Prognosis remains grave for Ms. Marcia Hooper.
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
