PRESENT ILLNESS: He states he has diarrhea for three to four days, occasionally today with some lethargy off and on for the past three days, taken Imodium, states not helping.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Gastroenteritis.
PLAN: I had ordered fasting labs and advised to return. Also, recommend that he get culture and sensitivity, ova and parasite. Continue with followup office visit. Given Bentyl to take as needed with observation. Follow up in two to three days.
