PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Allergic rhinitis on allergy medications.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with mild bronchitis.

PLAN: Per the patient’s mother’s request, given a prescription for Zithromax and Alahist DM., to use vaporizer and use humidifier, with followup with pediatrician if cough does not clear in the next few days.
