CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of drainage and pain from left ear for three days, yesterday with blood and some temperature and drainage also. Called ENT, started the patient on Ciprodex, seen today for a followup and further care.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: S/P tubes in April 2024 and history of recurrent otitis media.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Not able to visualize tympanic membrane or landmarks, tubes not seen as well, left ear had some exudate. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Left otitis media, chronic with tube placement by history in right and left ears.
PLAN: The patient advised to continue on Ciprodex with addition of cefdinir to take twice daily with water precautions and temperature precautions; afebrile now, with advice to call ENT tomorrow for followup and further evaluation.
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
