This is a 46-year-old gentleman obese, short of breath, and weak in hospice because of COPD. The patient has a history of sleep apnea, orthopnea, PND, right-sided heart failure, and prominent pedal edema. The patient has been more short of breath with exercise. The patient is not using oxygen at this time only when he gets short of breath. His severe obesity contributes to shortness of breath, weakness and deconditioning. He also has history of generalized seizure which appears to be controlled at this time. His O2 saturation is 91% on room air with a heart rate of 100. Overall, prognosis remains poor. He refuses to use oxygen and does not use a CPAP at this time which I believe is contributing to his right-sided heart failure, his pedal edema, and overall demise. The patient is high risk of sudden death. I explained to him today that he can die in his sleep at anytime, he realizes. Nevertheless, he is not interested in behavioral changes i.e. stopping smoking and/or using oxygen.
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
