FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION
Mr. Strange is a very very thin debilitated black man with history of endstage COPD, lives with his family, currently on hospice with tachycardia, hypoxemia, coronary artery disease, hypertension, DJD, weakness, weight loss, and severe muscle wasting.

The patient continues to be a heavy smoker. His O2 sat is 88% at rest, still refusing oxygen. He states that he has no appetite. He believes because of the heat in Houston, but his condition is definitely deteriorating. His heart rate is 110. His O2 sat worse than it was back in April 2023. I discussed his case with his niece Shervatta who tells me that they know he is close to dying. He complains of back pain and knee pain that requires pain medication around-the-clock. He also has issues with air hunger. At one time, he was agreeable to use oxygen, but then he changed his mind and did not use the oxygen. He has sundowner syndrome and issues with behavior problems at night and decreased mentation most likely related to his hypoxemia. He is ADL dependent. He wears an adult diaper. He is definitely not able to take care of himself. He has lost another one or two pounds since last visit. He continues to not eat. He has severe muscle wasting and protein-calorie malnutrition. He is spending more time in bed about 12 to 14 hours and requires turning to keep him from developing decubitus ulcer.
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
