She has shortness of breath, sleep apnea, pedal edema, confusion, decreased mentation, agitation, history of CVA, O2 sat continues to be around 87% at rest, and 1+ pedal edema noted. The patient suffers from anxiety, tardive dyskinesia, coronary artery disease, depression, schizophrenia, bowel and bladder incontinence, and ADL dependent. She wears a diaper. She has decreased appetite. She is still staying in bed 16 to 18 hours a day. She states she is no longer interest in food. She does not want to even sit up in bed at this time. She has a bed that she can elevate the head of the bed for her to eat. The patient is on 2L of oxygen with O2 sat 94%. The patient has dysarthric speech that remains the same, left-sided weakness related to previous CVA. The patient’s granddaughter is her primary caregiver who states that ___________ worsening. Her condition is worsening as far as her heart is concerned and she appears asking from time to time. She has a KPS score of 40% and overall prognosis as far as her hospice diagnosis is concerned.
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
